The Irish government forces were
forced into action, in effect taking the role of the British they had fought against only the
year before. ltwas a sad day and a sad time for Ireland, neighbour against neighbour and
brother against brother. The Irish army was given artillery by the British Governifieat.
Four Courts building is the location of the Supreme Court, The High Court and the Dublin
Crcuit Court.
